
John and the Cross — notes #2 
 

John 2.13-22 — Now the Passover of the Jews was near, and Jesus went up to 
Jerusalem. And He found in the temple those who sold oxen and sheep and doves, and 
the seated moneychangers. And having made a whip of cords, He expelled them all 
from the temple, with the sheep and the oxen, and poured out the changers’ money 
and overturned the tables. And He said to those who sold doves, “Take these things 
away! “Do not make My Father’s house a business place (μὴ ποιεῖτε τὸν οἶκον τοῦ 
πατρός μου— יבִאֲ  —οἶκον ἐμπορίου)!”  
  

Luke 2 47 Everyone who heard him was amazed at his understanding and his 
answers. 48 When his parents saw him, they were astonished. His mother said to 
him, “Son, why have you treated us like this? Your father and I have been 
anxiously searching for you.” 49 “Why were you searching for me?” he asked. 
asked. “Didn’t you know I had to be in the things of my Father (ἐν τοῖς τοῦ 
πατρός μου— ֲיבִא .—δεῖ εἶναί με)”? 
 
John 5.43 — I have come in my Father’s name. 
 
John 10.30 — I and the Father are one. 

 
John 12.9 — He who has seen Me has seen the Father 
 

Then His disciples remembered (ἐμνήσθησαν) that it was written,

So the Jews answered and said to Him, “What sign do You demonstrate for us, since 
You do these things?” Jesus answered and said to them, “Destroy this temple, and in 
three days I will raise it up.” Then the Jews said, “It has taken forty-six years to build 
this temple, and will You raise it up in three days?” But He was speaking of the temple 
of His body. Therefore, when He had risen from the dead, His disciples remembered 
(ἐμνήσθησαν) that He had said this; and they believed the Scripture and the word
